required indoors 
for all staff, visitors 
and students in 
Year 7 or above, 
and strongly 
recommended 
indoors for 
primary students.

ظ	 You can take 
your mask off 
when eating or 
exercising.

Always  
check in 
ظ	 All staff and 

visitors must 
check in when 
attending a 
school site or 
gathering.

Level 3 settings for the rest of Term 4.

ظ	 Inter-school sports allowed outside of 
school hours

ظ	 Assemblies and presentations allowed 
outdoors on-site

ظ	 Excursions allowed outdoors

allowed 

ظ	 Fully vaccinated visitors allowed  
on site to support curriculum  
delivery, wellbeing programs and 
school operations

ظ	 Community use allowed (including  
P&C meetings)
